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Former Albuquerque Area Couple Accused of Stealing Nearly $900,000 From A Family Member’s Business Pled Guilty To Embezzlement & Tax Evasion Charges

ALBUQUERQUE – A former Albuquerque resident and her husband accused of stealing nearly $900,000 from her father’s construction materials business in Albuquerque pled guilty to one count of embezzlement and two counts of tax evasion charges on Tuesday.

Second Judicial District Judge Briana Zamora, who accepted the plea, sentenced Antoinette Greenlee, 37, and her husband James Greenlee, Jr., 48, to five years of supervised probation and ordered the couple to make restitution to Mrs. Greenlee’s father Edward Aragon. The restitution will be determined by the Probation Office.

According to a criminal complaint, the Greenlees stole $874,000 from Post-Tensioning Reinforcing Services Inc., which is owned and operated by Aragon, during an 18-month period in 2010 and 2011 while they worked for the company. The Greenlees also failed to pay state income taxes of $28,902 for 2010 and $19,314 for 2011 on the embezzled income.

The Greenlees initially were charged with two counts each of embezzlement and tax evasion charges. The couple now lives in Texas and operates their own business A&J Steel, according to their attorney.

The embezzlement was discovered while Antoinette and James Greenlee were on a $28,000 cruise vacation that was paid for by using embezzled funds from a company account. 

This case was jointly investigated by the Albuquerque Police Department and the Tax Fraud Investigations Division of the New Mexico Taxation and Revenue Department.

In an unrelated case, Las Cruces bookkeeper Judd Moore pled guilty to two counts of forgery and one count each of embezzlement and tax evasion on Sept. 30 before Third Judicial District Judge Fernando Macias. Moore is accused of stealing $500,000 from two Las Cruces area general contractors while he worked for them in 2008 and 2009.

Judge Macias sentenced Moore to nine years suspended sentence and placed him on three years of supervised probation. Moore was also ordered to pay $18,000 in restitution to one of his victims.
