Taos Woman Pled No Contest To Stealing Money From Non-Profit Counseling Services Provider

 TAOS – A Taos woman pled no contest to an embezzlement charge for stealing thousands of dollars from a non-profit counseling services provider while she was employed there.

Theresa Mondragon pled no contest to a third-degree embezzlement charge on Monday.  Mondragon received a conditional discharge. As a condition of her conditional discharge, Mondragon was ordered to serve a term of three years supervised probation.

Judge Sarah Backus in Taos also ordered Mondragon to pay restitution in the amount of $5,000 to Tri-County’s insurance company Philadelphia Insurance Company.

A Taos grand jury in July 2012 indicted Mondragon, 36, on second-degree and third-degree embezzlement charges for stealing over $26,099 from Tri-County Community Services in Taos. The embezzlement took place between July 2009 and May 2010 while she was employed by the non-profit organization. Mondragon reportedly used the money for personal use.

The Eighth Judicial District Attorney’s Office prosecuted the case.
