“The number of criminal investigations involving complex financial transactions has increased over the past years in our

state,” said Padilla.  “This workshop is designed to help law enforcement officials, prosecutors and auditors to polish

their investigative skills as financial crimes become more and more complex and sophisticated.”

 

This seminar is limited to 50 participants from federal, state and local governmental agencies only. The seminar being

conducted by the Department’s Tax Fraud Investigations Division is free of charge and the participants are enrolled on a

first come, first serve basis. This is the eighth time the seminar has been presented since the Tax Fraud Investigations

Division was created in 2003.

 

The lead instructors for the seminar are Alvan Romero, Director, and James Maes, Deputy Director of the Tax Fraud

Investigations Division. Both are retired IRS-Criminal Investigation Special Agents, Certified Public Accountants,

Certified Fraud Examiners and Certified in Financial Forensics experts.  They have presented Financial Investigations

Seminars for the past 30 years to over 1,200 New Mexico law enforcement officers and prosecutors from federal, state
